A selection of smaller kit items, such as lacasdstetc. will be available from the Tuck Shop in
the Clubhouse.

Boots should be secure and must have safety stdnish conform to R.F.U. regulations (B.S.
Kite marked). Boots must not be worn in the Clulubim

Mouthguards are required unless parents agre&eaeaponsibility for injuries, which arise if
they are not worn; there is a statement to thiscefin the registration form. Customs made
mouthguards are strongly recommended as ill-fitthgp bought mouthguards may present a
hazard to breathing. On Registration Day® &ptember 2007, a dentist will be available,
providing a professional and custom fitting mouttagl service so your child can have the best
dental protection available.

Any other protective equipment worn is at the diion of the parent / player but in all cases
should conform to IRB standards and be labellesliab.

IMPORTANT: Parents remain responsible for theilat@n whist at training/matches and therefore
should accompany them and stay with their childhase sessions, especially those players in the
mini section.

BE PUNCTUAL. It can be very disruptive for yourilchto turn up late, especially on match days if
transport is laid on. Please let the Coach knownwour child is unavailable altogether, especially
on Match Days. You may be letting the rest of y@ide down by not doing so.

Make a point of getting to know the Coach of yohilds group (e.g. in the bar afterwards), and feel
free to express your opinions — the feedback isoveé.

Your attention is drawn to the need for each irdinal to be adequately covered by insurance. The
R.F.U. policy covers loss of life, limb or eyebaflly. When your child’s subscription is paid h&/sh
will be eligible for cover. Please note that unléss players subscription is paid within 4 weeks of
the registration day, or 4 weeks from your chilfifst training session, they will not be covered by
the RFU insurance policy.

Always remember that the Clubhouse is open todat ghild socialise with their teammates, and for
you to meet other parents over a drink. Pleaset thenstrangers.

If at all possible, offer help to your coach orrtemanager — they will always be grateful!

Where Does My Money Go?

This is a regularly asked question leading to weximyths and rumours. The following overview
shows how funds are used, and should clear up @&gonteptions. Hinckley RFC are a non profit
making organisation.

The Mini and Junior section is part of the mainbcéund its accounts form part of the club accounts.
It does however have its own bank account, keepwts books and control how its own funds are
raised and spent. Individual age groups fund tgaeuic expenses, such as team kit and tours,
through their own subscriptions, sponsors and faisdrg. These do not form any part of the section
or club accounts.

Last season (06/07), the section generated appabeiynE9,000 of income and spent just under
£8,700, this is broken down below.

Income

Membership was charged at £35 for a single player and £50
for a family. This level has been held for a numbkyears and
is being increased to £45 and £60 respectivelyhen 2007/8
season to help the section develop facilities gambdunities for
players. This payment also gives membership of &UR
registered club and ensures that players (and @tb)overed
under the RFU insurance policy.
The Community Grant/Sponsorship was external funding
which was used to support and promote Rugby inrabeu of
local schools. We are seeking sponsors to help thusdn 2007/8 and beyond.
Festival Incomewas very disappointing last season due to postpentand being rearranged at
short notice due to adverse weather. This resuitéige festival being a loss for the section whan t
event normally generates a good profit and boostsand junior funds.
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Expenditure

£10 per player goes to the main club &wcial Membership, which entitles players and their
families to the use of club facilities. This monegntributes towards the maintenance and
improvement of club facilities. The main club afsads Players lunches on match days.

The section spent a substantial amount on extdtaaility Hire, enabling for teams to train
throughout the winter using the HUFC all weatheclpiand occasional other activities and also the
facilities at JCC.

The Rugby in the Community scheme includes
expenses and payments for coaches from the sqfiads o
the main club. This activity is seen as key tofthare
development and success of the section and club.

Training for coaches, referees, and first-aiders is
key to the safety and development of the secti@hisin
an RFU requirement.

Festival Expensedncluded programmes, trophies,
first aid and player’s lunches (balls for the festiin
2007 were sponsored by Steedon).

When teams “graduate” from mini to 15-a-side juniogby at U-13, the section pays for the
Team Shirtsfor the squad.

Each team receives nd®alls at the start of the season for training and matche

Entry feesare payable for many of the cup competitions @&stivials we enter.

The expenditure is administered by the Club Conaajtall of whom are volunteers, and has
representatives at all age groups. If you havefantlger questions or are interested in supportey t
